King of Israel



· First clue:  He was the son of Remaliah.  In his 17th year as king, Ahaz became king of Judah.

· Second clue:  He joined with Rezin king of Syria and came up to Jerusalem to make war.  They besieged Ahaz but could not overcome him.

· Third clue:  He was the king who killed Pekahiah and was killed by Hoshea.

Pekah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He was the son of Jotham.  He became king at age 20.  He reigned 16 years in Jerusalem.

· Second clue:  He became king of Judah when Pekah was king of Israel.

· Third clue:  He walked in the ways of the kings of Israel; he made his son pass through the fire, according to the abominations of the nations whom the LORD had cast out.

Ahaz

King of Syria

· First clue:  He joined with Pekah to come up against Jerusalem.

· Second clue:  He captured Elath for Syria and drove the men of Judah from Elath.

· Third clue:  He was killed by Tiglath-Pileser, the king of Assyria.

Rezin

King of Assyria

· First clue:  He received a message from Ahaz and he received silver and gold from Ahaz.

· Second clue:  He came up against Damascus, took it, and carried its people captive to Kir.  He also killed Rezin, the king of Syria.

· Third clue:  Ahaz came to Damascus to meet him.  Ahaz admired an altar he saw when he visited this king in Damascus.

Tiglath-Pileser

King of Judah

· First clue:  He sent the design of an altar he saw in Damascus to Urijah.

· Second clue:  He removed the king’s outer entrance from the house of the LORD.

· Third clue:  His son Hezekiah reigned in his place when he rested with his fathers.

Ahaz

King of Israel

· First clue:  He was the son of Elah.  He reigned 9 years in Samaria.

· Second clue:  He became the vassal of Shalmaneser, king of Assyria.

· Third clue:  He sent messages to So, king of Egypt and paid no tribute to the king of Assyria.  Then he was shut up in prison.

Hoshea

King of Assyria

· First clue:  He made Hoshea his vassal and received tribute from Hoshea.

· Second clue:  He uncovered a conspiracy by Hoshea with So, king of Egypt.  He shut Hoshea up in prison.

· Third clue:  He took Samaria and carried Israel away to Assyria.  He brought people from other countries and placed them in the cities of Samaria.

Shalmaneser

King of Judah

· First clue:  He became king of Judah in the 3rd year of Hoshea, king of Israel.

· Second clue:  His father was Ahaz.

· Third clue:  He was 25 when he became king and he reigned 29 years.

Hezekiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  His mother’s name was Abi, the daughter of Zechariah.

· Second clue:  He did what was right in the sight of the LORD, according to all that his father David had done.

· Third clue:  He removed the high places and broke the sacred pillars, cut down the wooden images and broke in pieces the bronze serpent that Moses had made.

Hezekiah

King of Assyria

· First clue:  He came up against Samaria and besieged it.

· Second clue:  He carried Israel away captive to Assyria.

· Third clue:  He sent a priest to Bethel when the people had problems with lions.

Shalmaneser

King of Assyria

· First clue:  He took the fortified cities of Judah in the 14th year of King Hezekiah

· Second clue:  He assessed Judah 300 talents of silver and 30 talents of gold.

· Third clue:  He sent the Tartan, the Rabsaris, and the Rabshakeh from Lachish with a great army against Jerusalem.

Sennacherib.

King of Judah

· First clue:  He stripped the gold from the doors of the temple of the LORD.

· Second clue.  Eliakim son of Hilkiah was over his household.  Shebna was his scribe.  Joah the son of Asaph was his recorder.

· Third clue:  He commanded the people “Do not answer him.” Regarding the words of the Rabshakeh

Hezekiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He tore his clothes and covered himself with sackcloth and went into the house of the LORD.

· Second clue:  He sent messengers to Isaiah the prophet, the son of Amoz.

· Third clue:  He wanted prayers lifted up for the remnant.

Hezekiah

King of Assyria

· First clue:  He warred against Libnah.

· Second clue:  He heard concerning Tirhakah, king of Ethiopia

· Third clue:  185,000 of his people were killed in the camp by the angel of the LORD.

Sennacherib

King of Assyria

· First clue:  He departed and returned home to Nineveh

· Second clue:  He was struck down with the sword by Adrammelech and Sharezer.

· Third clue:  His son Esarhaddon became king of Assyria after his other 2 sons killed him.

Sennacherib

King of Judah

· First clue:  Isaiah said to him “Set your house in order, for you shall die, and not live.”

· Second clue:  He wept bitterly.

· Third clue:  He was given an additional 15 years.

Hezekiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  The shadow moved backward on the sundial of Ahaz. 

· Second clue:  He wanted the shadow to go backwards 10 degrees.

· Third clue:  A lump of figs was laid on his boil.

Hezekiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He received a present from Baladan.

· Second clue:  There was nothing in his house or his dominion that he did not show.

· Third clue:  His son Manasseh became king after him.

Hezekiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He was 12 when he became king.  He reigned 55 years in Jerusalem

· Second clue:  His mother’s name was Hephzibah.  He did evil in the sight of the LORD.

· Third clue:  He rebuilt the high places which Hezekiah his father had destroyed.

Manasseh

King of Judah

· First clue:  He raised up altars for Baal, and made a wooden image, as Ahab king of Israel had done.

· Second clue:  He made his son pass through the fire, practiced soothsaying, used witchcraft, and consulted spiritists and mediums.

· Third clue:  He seduced the people to do more evil than the nations whom the LORD had destroyed before the children of Israel.

Manasseh

King of Judah

· First clue:  Because of this king, the LORD said He would bring calamity upon Jerusalem and Judah.

· Second clue:  Because of this king, Jerusalem would be wiped as one wipes a dish, wiping it and turning it upside down.

· Third clue:  Because of this king, God forsook the remnant of His inheritance and delivered them into the hands of their enemies.

Manasseh

King of Judah

· First clue:  He shed very much innocent blood, till he had filled Jerusalem from one end to another.

· Second clue:  He rested with his fathers, and was buried in the garden of his own house, in the garden of Uzza.

· Third clue:  His son Amon reigned in his place

Manasseh

King of Judah

· First clue:  He became king at age 22 and reigned 2 years.

· Second clue:  He did evil in the sight of the LORD.  He walked in the ways his father had walked.  He served the idols his father had served and worshiped them.

· Third clue:  His father was Manasseh.  His mother was Meshullemeth, daughter of Haruz of Jotbah.

Amon

King of Judah

· First clue:  He forsook the Lord God of his fathers, and did not walk in the way of the LORD.

· Second clue:  His servants conspired against him, and killed him in his own house.  The people of the land executed all those who had conspired against him.

· Third clue:  The people of the land made his son Josiah king in his place.

Amon

King of Judah

· First clue:  He was 8 when he became king.  He reigned 31 years in Jerusalem.

· Second clue:  His mother’s name was Jedidah, the daughter of Adaiah of Bozkath.

· Third clue:  He did what was right in the sight of the LORD, and walked in the ways of his father David.

Josiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He sent Shaphan the scribe to Hilkiah the high priest in the 18th year of his reign.

· Second clue:  He wanted Hilkiah to deliver the money into the hand of those doing the work, who are overseers in the house of the LORD.

· Third clue:  Shaphan the scribe brought the Book which Hilkiah had found in the house of the LORD to him in his 18th year as king.

Josiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  Shaphan read from the book Hilkiah gave to him before this king.

· Second clue:  He tore his clothes when he heard the words of the Book of the Law.

· Third clue:  He sent to inquire of the LORD for himself, for the people, for all of Judah, concerning the words of the book that was found.

Josiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  Huldah the prophetess spoke of his tender heart.

· Second clue:  Huldah said he would be gathered to his fathers and his eyes would not see the calamity which the LORD would bring.

· Third clue:  He gathered the men of Judah, the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the priests and the prophets, and he read in their hearing the words of the Book of the Covenant which had been found in the house of the LORD.

Josiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He stood by a pillar and made a covenant before the LORD to follow the LORD and keep His commandments.

· Second clue:  He commanded Hilkiah the high priest, the priests of the 2nd order, and the doorkeepers to bring out of the temple the articles made for Baal, for Asherah, and for the host of heaven.

· Third clue:  He brought out wooden images.  He tore down ritual booths.  He broke down the high places.

Josiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He defiled Topheth that no man might make his son or his daughter pass through the fire to Molech.

· Second clue:  He broke the altars of the upper chamber of Ahaz and the altars which Manasseh had made in the 2 courts.  He broke them, pulverized them, and threw their dust into the Brook Kidron.

· Third clue:  He filled the places where the sacred pillars and wooden images with the bones of men.

Josiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He broke down the high places which Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who made Israel sin, had made.

· Second clue:  He saw the tombs on the mountains.  He took the bones out of the tombs, burned them, and defiled the altar according to the word of the LORD.

· Third clue:  He asked whose gravestone he saw.  He ordered the gravestone of the man of God who came from Judah and proclaimed these things done against the altar of Bethel left alone.

Josiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He took away the shrines of the high places.

· Second clue:  He executed the priests of the high places on the altars, burned men’s bones  on them, and returned to Jerusalem.

· Third clue:  He commanded the people saying “Keep the Passover to the LORD your God, as it is written in the Book of the Covenant.”

Josiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He put away those who consulted mediums and spiritists, the household gods and idols.

· Second clue:  Before him there was no king like him, who turned to the LORD with all his heart, with all his soul, with all his might.

· Third clue:  In the 18th year of his reign, Passover was held before the LORD in Jerusalem.

Josiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  In his days Pharaoh Necho king of Egypt went to the aid of the king of Assyria.  He went up against him (Pharaoh Necho).

· Second clue:  Pharaoh Necho killed him at Megiddo when he confronted him.

· Third clue:  His servants moved his body in a chariot and brought him to Jerusalem.

Josiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  His son was JehoAhaz

· Second clue:  His son was Eliakim, but Pharaoh Necho changed his name to Jehoiakim.

· Third clue:  His son was Mattaniah, but the king of Babylon changed his named to Zephaniah.

Josiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  The people of the land took his son JehoAhaz and anointed him king in his father’s place.

· Second clue:  Pharaoh Necho made Eliakim, his son, king in his place and changed his name to Jehoiakim.

· Third clue:  His son JehoAhaz was king for only 3 months.  He died in Egypt.

Josiah

King of Egypt

· First clue:  He went to the aid of the king of Assyria to the River Euphrates.

· Second clue:  King Josiah of Judah came against him.

· Third clue:  This king killed Josiah of Judah at Megiddo when he confronted him.

Pharaoh Necho

King of Egypt

· First clue:  He put JehoAhaz in prison at Riblah in the land of Hamath.  

· Second clue:  He imposed a tribute of 100 talents of silver and a talent of gold on Judah.

· Third clue:  He made Eliakim king in Judah and changed his name to Jehoiakim.

Pharaoh Necho

King of Judah

· First clue:  He was 23 when he became king and he reigned 3 months.  The people of the land made him king when his father died.

· Second clue:  His mother’s name was Hamutal, the daughter of Jeremiah.  He did evil in the sight of the LORD.

· Third clue:  Pharaoh Necho took him to Egypt and he died there.

JehoAhaz

King of Judah

· First clue:  His brother Eliakim, whose name was changed to Jehoiakim, became king after him.

· Second clue:  His nephew Jehoiachin became king and reigned 3 months.

· Third clue:  His brother Mattaniah, whose name was changed to Zedekiah, who was the uncle of Jehoiachin, became the last king of Judah.

JehoAhaz

King of Judah

· First clue:  He was 25 when he became king.  And he reigned 11 years.

· Second clue:  His mother was Zebudah, daughter of Pedaiah of Rumah.

· Third clue:  His name when he was born was Eliakim.  Pharaoh Necho changed his name.

Jehoiakim

King of Judah

· First clue:  He gave silver and gold to Pharaoh, but he taxed the land to get the money.

· Second clue:  Nebuchadnezzar came up from Babylon and made this king his vassal for 3 years.

· Third clue:  The LORD sent raiding bands of Chaldeans, Syrians, Moabites, and bands from Ammon against him to destroy Judah.  He rested with his fathers.

Jehoiakim

King of Babylon

· First clue:  He was king of Babylon.  He came up against Jerusalem.

· Second clue:  He made Jehoiakim his vassal for 3 years.

· Third clue:  He caused the king of Egypt not to come out of his land anymore for he took all that belonged to the king of Egypt from the Brook of Egypt to the River Euphrates.

Nebuchadnezzar

King of Judah

· First clue:  He was 18 when he became king.  He reigned in Jerusalem 3 months.

· Second clue:  His mother was Nehushta, daughter of Elnathan of Jerusalem.

· Third clue:  His father was Jehoiakim.

Jehoiachin

King of Judah

· First clue:  When he was king, Nebuchadnezzar of Babylon besieged Jerusalem.

· Second clue:  He, his mother, his servants, his princes, and his officers went out to the king of Babylon.  The King of Babylon took him prisoner.

· Third clue:  His uncle, who was born Mattaniah, but the king of Babylon changed his name to Zedekiah became king after him.

Jehoiachin

King of Judah

· First clue:  His nephew was king before him.  His mother was Hamutal, daughter of Jeremiah of Libnah.

· Second clue:  He was 21 when he became king.  He reigned 11 years in Jerusalem.

· Third clue.  His name at birth was Mattaniah.  The king of Babylon changed his name.

Zedekiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He rebelled against the king of Babylon.  The city of Jerusalem was besieged and a siege wall was built against it.

· Second clue:  The famine in Jerusalem was so severe in the city  that there was no food for the people in the land when he was king.

· Third clue:  He was overtaken by the army of the Chaldeans at the plains of Jericho.

Zedekiah

King of Judah

· First clue:  He was taken before the king of Babylon at Riblah.

· Second clue:  His sons were killed before his eyes.  They put out his eyes.

· Third clue:  He was bound with bronze fetters and taken to Babylon.

Zedekiah

King of Babylon

· First clue:  He had a captain of the guard named Nebuzaradan.

· Second clue:  He struck and killed captives at Riblah, including Seraiah, chief priest, Zephaniah, 2nd priest, and 3 doorkeepers.

· Third clue:  He carried Judah away captive from its own land.

Nebuchadnezzar

King of Babylon

· First clue:  When he was king, Gedaliah, son of Ahikam, son of Shaphan was made governor over the people of the land of Judah who were left.

· Second clue:  When he was king, the house of the LORD and the king’s house, and all the house of Jerusalem (of the great) were burned with fire.

· Third clue:  When he was king treasures and people were all carried away from Judah except the poor who were to be farmers and vinedressers.

Nebuchadnezzar

King of Babylon

· First clue:  He released Jehoiachin from prison in the 37th year of his captivity.  It was the first year of the reign of this king

· Second clue:  He spoke kindly to Jehoiachin .

· Third clue:  He gave Jehoiachin a regular ration, a portion for each day.
