Little information about Ahaziah is found in 2 Kings.  More information about Ahaziah is in 1 Kings and Chronicles.

Fell through lattice, injured, sent to inquire of a god if he would recover.  Messengers met Elijah the Tishbite.  Elijah said he would die.  Captain with 50 men went twice and were consumed by fire.  Sent 3rd captain and his 50.  Elijah went with that captain to Ahaziah.  Elijah told Ahaziah he would die.

Ahaziah died.  He had no son.  The next king of Israel was Jehoram, son of Ahab.

Jehoram (Joram)

King of Israel
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Father:  Ahab

Length of Reign:  12

Good/Bad:  He did evil in the sight of the LORD, but not like his father and mother; for he put away the sacred pillar of Baal that his father had made.  He persisted in the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who had made Israel sin; he did not depart from them.

Death:  Shot and killed by Jehu

Burial:  Thrown into the tract of the field of Naboth the Jezreelite.

Became king in the 2nd year of Jehoram son of Jehoshaphat, king of Judah.  Became king in the 18th year of Jehoshaphat, king of Judah.  Jehoshaphat and his son Jehoram were co-kings in Judah for some years.

Mesha, king of Moab rebelled against Israel while Joram was King in Israel.    King Jehoram mustered all Israel and sent to Jehoshaphat of Judah for help.  (He also was aided by the king of Edom)

In Joram’s 5th year as king of Israel, Jehoram became king in Judah.  In Joram’s 12th year as king of Israel, Ahaziah became king of Judah

Went to war with Ahaziah, king of Judah, against Hazael of Syria.  Wounded by Syrians defending Ramoth Gilead.  Went to Jezreel to recover.   Visited by Ahaziah King of Judah at Jezreel.  Jehu came to Jezreel and ultimately shot and killed him. 

Jehu

King of Israel
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Father:  Jehoshaphat, son of Nimshi

Length of Reign:  28 years

Good/Bad:  He took no heed to walk in the law of the LORD God of Israel with all his heart; for he did not depart from the sins of Jeroboam, who had made Israel sin, that is, from the golden calves that were at Bethel and Dan.
Burial:  Rested with his fathers, buried in Samaria

Son:  JehoAhaz, next king of Israel

Elisha sent one of the sons of the prophets to Ramoth Gilead to anoint Jehu as King over Israel while Jehoram was king of Israel.  

Jehu shot with an arrow Jehoram (Joram) the king of Israel.  Jehu told others to shoot Ahaziah king of Judah in his chariot.  Jehu and his horse trampled Jezebel underfoot after some of the eunuchs threw her from the window.  Jehu destroyed Baal from Israel.  Jehu also destroyed the family of Ahab in Israel and partly in Judah.

He drove his chariot furiously!

The LORD promised to Jehu:  your sons on the throne of Israel to the 4th generation.  (JehoAhaz, Jehoash, Jeroboam, Zechariah were the next 4 kings of Israel.)

In 7th year of his reign, Jehoash became king of Judah

JehoAhaz (line of Jehu)

King of Israel
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Father:  Jehu (prior king of Israel)

Length of Reign:  17 years

Good/Bad:
He did evil in the sight of the LORD, and followed the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who had made Israel sin.  He did not depart from them.  The wooden images also remained in Samaria.

Burial:  Rested with fathers, buried in Samaria.

Son:  Jehoash (Joash), next king of Israel

In 23rd year of Joash of Judah, JehoAhaz became king of Israel in Judah

Hazael king of Syria oppressed Israel all the days he was king but the LORD would not let them be destroyed.

The army of King JehoAhaz of Israel had 50 horsemen, 10 chariots, 10,000 foot soldiers; for the king of Syria had destroyed them.

Joash (Jehoash)

(line of Jehu)

King of Israel

Father:  JehoAhaz (prior king of Israel)

Length of Reign:  16 years

Good/Bad:  And he did evil in the sight of the LORD. He did not depart from all the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who made Israel sin, but walked in them.

Burial:  Rested with his fathers, and was buried in Samaria with the kings of Israel.

Son:  Jeroboam, next king of Israel

37th year of Joash of Judah, Jehoash became king in Samaria.

In his 2nd year, Amaziah became king of Judah.

Challenged by Amaziah, king of Judah, to do battle.  said no.  Amaziah would not heed.  Battled Amaziah, king of Judah, at Beth Shemesh (part of Judah).  Defeated Judah.  Jehoash captured Amaziah, went to Jerusalem, broke down the wall at Jerusalem—400 cubits, took gold and silver and returned to Samaria.

Amaziah lived 15 years after Jehoash died.

Was king when Elisha died

Jeroboam  (line of Jehu)

King of Israel
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Father:  Jehoash (prior king of Israel)

Length of Reign:  41 years

Good/Bad:  He did evil in the sight of the LORD; he did not depart from all the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who had made Israel sin.

Burial:  rested with his fathers, the kings of Israel.

Son:  Zechariah, next king of Israel

In 15th year of Amaziah, king of Judah, he became king in Israel. 

Restored territory of Israel from Hamath to the Sea of Arabah as spoken by Jonah, son of Amittai, prophet from Gath Hepher.

Lord did not blot out name of Israel.  He recaptured for Israel from Damascus and Hamath what belonged to Judah.

In his 27th year, Azariah became king in Judah.

Zechariah (line of Jehu)

King of Israel

Father:  Jeroboam (prior king of Israel)

Length of Reign:  6 months

Good/Bad:  He did evil in the sight of the LORD, as his fathers had done; he did not depart from the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who had made Israel sin

Burial:

Death:  Shallum the son of Jabesh conspired against him, and struck and killed him in front of the people.

Became king in 38th year of Azariah of Judah.

Last descendant of Jehu to be king of Israel.

Killed by Shallum in front of the people.

Shallum

King of Israel
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Father:  Jabesh

Length of Reign:  1 month

Good/Bad:  the rest of the acts of Shallum, and the conspiracy which he led, indeed they are written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel.

Burial:

Death:  Menahem the son of Gadi went up from Tirzah, came to Samaria, and struck Shallum the son of Jabesh in Samaria and killed him.

In 39th year of Uzziah of Judah became king

He conspired against Zechariah (king of Israel), and struck and killed him in front of the people and ended the line of Jehu as kings of Israel.

He was killed by Menahem in Samaria and died there.

Menahem

King of Israel
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Father:  Gadi

Length of Reign:  10 years

Good/Bad:  He did evil in the sight of the LORD; he did not depart all his days from the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who had made Israel sin.  

Burial:  He rested with his fathers

Son:  Pekahiah, next king of Israel

He went up from Tirzah, came to Samaria, and struck Shallum the son of Jabesh in Samaria and killed him (Shallum).
Menahem attacked Tiphsah, all there.  They didn’t surrender.  He ripped open all women with child.

Became king in 39th year of Azariah, king of Judah

Paid tribute money to Pul of Assyria.  Menaham got money from wealthy of Israel, 50 shekels of silver from each.  

Pekahiah

King of Israel
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Father:  Menaham (prior King of Israel)

Length of Reign:  2 years

Good/Bad:  He did evil in the sight of the LORD; he did not depart from the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who had made Israel sin.

Burial:

Death:  Pekah the son of Remaliah, an officer of his, conspired against him and killed him in Samaria, in the citadel of the king’s house, along with Argob and Arieh.

50th year of Azariah, king of Judah, he became king in Samaria

He was conspired against by Pekah (no relation) and killed in Samaria.

Pekah

King of Israel
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Father:  Ramaliah

Length of Reign:  20 years

Good/Bad:  He did evil in the sight of the LORD; he did not depart from the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who had made Israel sin.

Burial:

Death:  Hoshea the son of Elah led a conspiracy against Pekah the son of Remaliah and struck and kill him.

He conspired against Pekahiah and killed him in Samaria, in the citadel of the king’s house, along with Argob and Arieh.

Became king in 52nd year of Azariah of Judah.  In his 2nd year, Jotham, became king in Judah.  In his 17th year, Ahaz became king of Judah.

Tiglath-Pileser king of Assyria took all the land of Naphtali and carried them to Assyria.

Joined with Rezin of Syria to besiege Ahaz, king of Judah.  Did not prevail.  

He was killed by Hoshea the son of Elah who conspired against him.

Hoshea

King of Israel
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Father:  Elah

Length of Reign:  9 years

Good/Bad:  He did evil in the sight of the LORD, but not as the kings of Israel who were before him.

Burial:

Last king of Israel

He conspired against Pekah (king before him) and struck and killed him

In 12th year of Ahaz of Judah, Hoshea became king in Samaria

Shalmaneser, king of Assyria came against him.  Hoshea became his vassal and paid tribute money.  Hoshea conspired against king of Assyria and paid no tribute to Assyria.  Hoshea put in prison by king of Assyria.  King of Assyria besieged Samaria 3 years.  

In the 9th year of Hoshea, the king of Assyria carried Israel away to Assyria.  King of Assyria brought people from Babylon, etc and placed them in cities of Samaria.  Last king of Israel.
